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Members relayed their views on the conferences, with these common themes emerging: appreciation 
of the opportunity to network with their Douglas College colleagues, and a realization that the College 
is in step with, or often ahead of, other institutions on issues currently affecting the sector.  
 
 
4.2 Audit and Finance Committee (AFC)
